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Chairõs Report 

Looking back on the pro-

gress made over the last 12 

months I am constantly sur-

prised at how far things have 

come in only 4 years since 

the Queensland Emergency 

Medicine Research Founda-

tion first opened for busi-

ness.  Due to the continued 

tireless contribution from all 

involved, the Foundation 

continues to surge ahead towards meeting its objec-

tives of Research Driven Innovation and Excellence.  

The Board has focussed strongly on the priority of 

long term planning and future proofing for the Foun-

dation.  An extensive review of the Constitution has 

been undertaken with the objective of positioning the 

Foundation to build on its success so far and to firmly 

establish itself as the leading Emergency Medicine 

Research body in Australia. 

In the last financial year, the Foundation awarded 

$1,671,995 in funding for 12 projects across Queen-

sland and in the recent rounds another 6 projects re-

ceived funding.  This brings the total research funding 

awarded to just over $6.5 million.  Of particular note, 

it is pleasing that clinicians from both QEII Jubilee 

and Ipswich Hospitals were first time grant recipients 

adding to the number of public hospitals actively en-

gaging in emergency medicine research. 

Handing out money for research projects is the easy 

part.  Delivering outcomes is much more challenging.  

We are now beginning to see outcomes from pro-

jects funded when the Foundation was first estab-

lished with some extraordinary results.  Notably Dr 

Louise Cullen has had preliminary results from her 

QEMRF funded Project Grant on Acute Coronary 

Syndrome published in The Lancet.  This is obvi-

ously a fantastic personal achievement for Louise 

and her research team which has received additional 

QEMRF grant funding to continue this world leading 

research Initiative. 

The wider implication of this success is the demon-

stration of the potential contribution that all QEMRF 

funded projects can make towards improving the de-

livery of Emergency Medicine care within our hospi-

tals. 

These remain exciting times for the Foundation as 

we continue to grow and enhance Emergency Medi-

cine research and achieve better outcomes for pa-

tients.  The Board is focused on delivering the strate-

gic business plan to ensure the Foundation contin-

ues to grow and achieve the high expectations that 

have been set. 

I am very proud that the Emergency Medicine clini-

cians of Queensland have taken this unique opportu-

nity, supported by Queensland Health, and continue 

to produce extraordinary results.
